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PARTS IS PARTS

used the line, “parts is parts” in a commercial
designed to differentiate nuggets made from assorted
pressed chicken parts and those made with real
chicken white meat. 

For the parts cleaning industry, there’s a similar story to
tell. You may have two locations that are cleaning the same parts but
find the cleaning chemicals used are not performing the same way
at each location. What could be the problem? Same parts, same dirt,

same process, same equipment. One of the problems could be with
the water.

In a spraywashing application, striking a balance
between soft and hard water can be a tricky job.
Surfactants can behave differently in soft and hard
water, and water conditioning may only be effective
for a short time. If Location #1 uses hard water and
Location #2 has soft water, you’re likely to get entirely
different results from your parts cleaning processes.
